Podcast: Building 
Connections

Over the summer, Gang Alternative, Inc. (GA.)’s Screening, Testing, Education, and 
Prevention Urban Partnership (STEP-UP) program promoted HIV and substance abuse 
awareness using the Hip Hop 2 Prevent (H2P) curriculum. H2P, which uses a nontraditional 
approach to HIV education, was incorporated into GA's Building Leaders of Character and 
Minority Violence Prevention 88 (MVP) summer programs. H2P uses popular culture to 
educate young men and women between the ages of 12-17 on the harmful effects of 
substance use and the dangers of risky sexual behaviors. 

GA youth benefited from learning and recreational activities, mentoring, team-
building experiences and the opportunity to blend hip hop culture with health education. 
During the summer program, youth experienced the uniqueness of the H2P curriculum as 
an interactive and creative twist to traditional teaching of prevention and intervention 
methods. 

Using the blend of familiar topics, innovative techniques, and a nurturing 
environment, this program was created to encourage positive behavioral changes in our 
youth. Through collaboration with The Motivational Edge, youth participating in GA’s MVP 
summer camp produced songs using their own beats and lyrics to describe the realities of 
living in their complex Haitian communities. The songs included “Do for me”, “GA Kompa 
Western Mix,” and a HIV prevention freestyle.  Stay tuned to GA’s Building Connections 
podcast to hear these masterpieces!
